So his best prayer should ever be that his free-will might be
prompted not by his own desires, but b the will of the Imminent Spirit and that he
sould be a willing instrument in its handsd this is exactly what the Gayatri Mantra
teaches us to do. Fon it we meditate on the luminous Presence of the Creator of the
universe in the form of the Sun so that He might prompt our minds according to His
own creative will.

Om Bhur Bhuvah Svaha OrmatSuvithavareneeyam .........cccccceeveevvvvnnnnnnn.

Translated in English it mean®¥)m, the Eternal, pervades the earth and the
heaven and all that lies in between. On His adorable and Divine radiance we meditate.
May He prompt our minds'The Gayatri Mantra,which derives its name from its
metre, may be said to contain the essence of the Hindu philosophy in the form of a
common prayeAt the very outset, the three words vEhur, Bhuvah, Svatvhich are
called Wahttis’ in Sanskrit represent all thekasor the worldsThese three words
therefore convey that the Supreme Spirit designated by the @attes imminent in
the universe - in all the worlds known to us.

The Gayatri Mantrais one of the oldest available Divine hymns. even though
many revolutionary changes have taken place in our religious belief§atyari
Mantra continues to persist and has even today a compelling charm of its own to
almost all the HindusThis has been attributed to the fact that it has been the experi-
ence of many that the repetition of tinntra with the right understanding of its
sacred meanings removes all negative tendencies in the humarnT mgslantra is
never chanted for the purpose of material gains, either physical or otherwise. Its very
invocation concludes with an appeal to Beramatmarto illuminate our mind and
heart. In other words, it is a prayer unto the Self to unveil itself and come to manifest
as PuraVisdom in our life.

' TO HELP OTHERS IS VIRTUE. TO HURT OTHERS IS SIN. '
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The speciality of the Gayatri Mantra is that it contains the essence of Jnana
Yoga, Bhaktiyoga and Karmdoga. It is the essence of Jnaftga because we are no
longer subject to the prim&lgnana of preferring our own transitory desires to the
purposes of the Supreme Spirit. It is the essen&hakti Yogabecause we willingly
surrender ourselves to the sovereign Ruler of the univArekit is the essence of
Karma Yogabecause we are to be prompted in all our activities not by self-will, but by
the will of God.The Gayatri Mantrathus contains in a nutshell the highest religious
philosophy of the Hindus.

Gayatri is chanted in the twilight hours both in the morning and in the evening.
As Brahman is the Supreme Reality of everyone, as the Sun belongs to all, the Gayatri
Mantra is a precious spiritual wealth of every human being who realizes the value and
significance of this great Mantra. It is a common practice to chant this Mantra a mini-
mum of 108 times in the morning as well as in the evening. Our ancient Rishis discov-
ered that during sunrise and sunset there is a special subtle rhythm in thiesener
emanating from the Sun and this has significant positifeetsfon the life-current in
all beingsTherefore, if the Gayatri Mantra is chanted at these times it will have benefi-
cial effects.

There is another greater significance hidden in the Gayatri Mdimiasignifi-
cance may be traced to the contrast between the two wordgaBreard Dhiyah, which
occur in the Mantra. ‘Bhgah’ means the light of the sun, which symbolizes Divine
Consciousnes®nd ‘Dhiyah’ means phases of individual consciousné&serefore,
the meditation on the Mantra may be considered as an endeavour on the part of the
individual consciousness to grow into Divine Consciousriduss the Gayatri Mantra
may be said to contain the quintessence of Universal Religion.

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TRADITIONAL NAMES
OF MANDAYAM FAMILIES

1) MADAKE HULI : It is learnt there was a grand
feast in Melkote temple when thousands of people were
taking lunch. Sri M.KAlasingrachar was serving Sambar
in an earthern pot. Maharaja Sri Krishna Rafadeyay
who was taking lunch wanted a second helping of Sambar
and called Madake Huli. Hence, the name Madake Huli
came about.

2) KULLU CHINGAN : Sri Kullu Chingan was short
and strongly built. He had his house in Ramavilas
Agraharam at Mysore. He worked in Gosgurvedic
Hospital. It is learnt he along with his friends, were playing
cards - 28 game when a ferocious bull came rushing. Sri
Kullu Chingan caught hold of the bull in one hand, while
playing cards with othefhe family was hence called Kullu
Chingan family

3) POOKUCHHU (Flower Sring): Itis told that the
head of the family asked his son to bring flowers from
Market. The son bought the flowers and while returning
with the string of flowers, somebody cut the flowers while
he was bringingWhen the father asked, he gave just the
thread. Hence family was called Pookuchhu family

4) UNGARAM FAMIL Y (Ring Family): There was
a lady in our communifyvho used to predict astrologically
by looking at her ringThat family was called Ungaram
family. Generally she used to have clients who used to
have bufaloes, cows etc. and when any of them were lost
she would tell the direction in which they have gone and
how they can be traced.

5) SUMANI FAMIL Y : This family was always
having a smiling face and wore decent drésgy were
called Sumani family

6) KOPE FAMIL Y: The had of the family was always
angry and hence they were called Kope family

7) VEERAMBUDI F AMIL Y : Veerambudi is a tank
built neafTondanurlt was built byvidwan Singaracharya
who also resided near the tank. Hence they were called
Veerambudi family

8) KOMANDU ILA YAVALLI : llayavalliKomandu
is anAgraharam near Kancheepuraifamilnadu.
llayavalli is an extraordinary titld.hey were connected
with Lord SriRama & Lord Sri Lakshmana. Hence they
were called Komandu llayavalli.

9) POORIJALAM : One of the members of the family
Sri GovindarajaWodeyar never stirred out of house
without adorning his head with flowerg/hen fresh
flowers were not available, he used to wear discarded and
dry flowers. Hence they were called Poorijalam family

10) MOOKKANNADI SHAMA IYENGAR : ltis

said that he was the first person to wear eye glasses. Hence
the family was called Mookkannadi.

11) GENERAL : Some of the families were called by
the profession they held such as Shirastésiaard, Police
Inspectoy Lawyer, Coffee Board etc.

12) GENERAL : Some were recognised from the
places they were born such as Natampalli, Elamboor
Mandya, Palahalli, Sampalli, Puducher@losepet,
Melnad, Chotthikolam, Manikarnike, Gomatam, etc.

13) CASH KEEPER: Another family was called Cash
Keeper as they kept Cash safely

14) KALKI : Another family is called Kalki family as
they were scholars in Slokams and Divya Prabhandams.

15) DHATI : Its family were walking straight long
strides. Hence called as Dhati family

16) FOREST FAMIL Y: Another family was called
Forest family as the head of the family was a Fordatenf

17) DABBANNA : As this person was very kg, the
family was called as Dabbanna.

18) POONEKANNU FAMIL Y : As the family
members were having cat like eyes, they were called
Poonekann family

19) MADI ALMELAKKA : As this lady was very
orthodox, the family was called Matliamelakka family

20) MUKKATTE OR NYAYACHAWDI: These are
desciples o¥/idwanAnandampillaAnandalwarThe elite
of the town leaders would assemble in their house and
discuss sacred texts lik¢®edas and Dharmashastras as
well as afairs of the town. Hence, the place acquired the
name as Mukkatte. Disputes would be settled as per legal
principles. Hence the place also acquired the name of
NyayachawdiAs the head of the family was learned and
was authoritatively deciding disputes the family was
recognised as Nyayachawadi or Mukkatte family

21) MANDYADA SAHUKAR : The family was very
rich in and around Mandya town and were called Mandyada
Sahukar

22) RAMANUJAMUNI F AMIL Y : The ancestors
were reciting Ramanuja Noothandadri very well at
Melkote.They were called Ramanuja Muni family

23) JAGGU FAMIL Y : There was a contest to carry
One Palla (Old 100 seers) rice for certain distance. Many
competitors failed and only one person carried it and due
to heavy weight, changing from right to left. Hence family
was called Jaggu family

25) BINDIGE NARASIMHAR : The person was
living in Melkote Accidentally he found a pot containing
a lot of money and valuables. Hence the family was called
Bindige.

26) SAHUKAR VIDWAN KESHAVACHAR : He
dreamt that he got a lot of rich jewelleNext day was a
Friday, and he found in his well, three silver shining plates.
He sold them and became very rich. Hence, his family
was called Sahukafidwan family

27) KATTHI SADHAKA NARASIMHACHAR :
He had expertise in sword fighting. Hence called as Katthi
Sadhaka Family

28) PRATHIV ADA BHAYANKARA: Descended
from Mudumbe family“Anna” was born in 1368D. He
was second son éfnanthacharya anéindal. He became
a desciple of Narayanacharya, son of the great Sri
Vedantacharya. “Anna” won a debate with famasithan
Vidwan Narasimha Misra. Pleased with the performance,
Narayanacharya conferred the title “Prathivada
Bhayankara” and bequeathed all his property later to him.
Misra became desciple of “Anna”.

29) M.O. PARTHASARATHY IYENGAR: He was
a great intellectual and important person of community
between 1857-1926. He has made munificant endowments
which are continuing even today

30)NEERU MAJJIGE : One family was selling butter
milk (Neeru Majjige) in weekly bazadrhey were called
Neeru Majjige family

31) SILVER KRISHNIENGAR : This person was
white in colour and hence called Silver Krishnaiyengar

32) KABBINADA KITTU : Another family was
called Kabbinada Kittu as he was black in colour

33) KAISER-I-HIND : This family was involved in
great Hindu Movement.hey opened a shop in Chickpet,
Bangalore for marketing all types of sarees somewhere in
the early 19004 hey used to buy sarees from wholesalers
at Dharmavaram, Salem, Kancheepuram, Chennai etc.
Their shop is even now in the same location and is looked
after by the sons and their familidhe family is called
Kaiserl-Hind.
